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1  STEFANOS TSITSIPAS 
The youngest player ever to beat 
Novak Djokovic, Roger Federer  
and Rafael Nadal in 2019, Stefanos 
has won ten ATP titles, including  
two Masters 1000s, and has reached 
two Grand Slam finals:  
Roland Garros (2021) and the 
Australian Open (2023).

2  ALEXEI POPYRIN
In 2019, Alexei won at least one match 
in all four Grand Slam tournaments,
joining the ATP Top 100 for the first 
time. He reached the third round of 
the Australian Open (2019, 2020) and 
the US Open (2019), won the Singapore 
tournament (2021) and the Bordeaux 
tournament (2022). His career high 
ranking stands at No.38. 

3  COCO GAUFF
In 2019, the American sensation 
made Wimbledon history as the 
youngest player (since 1991) to 
qualify for the main draw and 
advance to the round of 16.  
By August 2022, she attained the 
world No.1 ranking in doubles, and 
in 2023, at the age of 19, secured the 
US Open Women’s singles title.

4  LINDA FRUHVIRTOVA
Champion of the Petits As in singles   
& doubles in 2019, she won her 
first WTA singles title at the Madras 
tournament (2022), and reached       
the fourth round of her debut 
Australian Open (2023), becoming     
the youngest player to be ranked        
in the WTA Top 100.

5  HOLGER RUNE
In 2022, «the Machine» became  
the first Danish man to break into  
the Top 10 of the ATP singles rankings 
in the Open era, by winning his first 
Masters title in Paris, beating Novak 
Djokovic in the final to become  
the youngest winner of the tournament 
since Boris Becker (1986).

6  BRENDA FRUHVIRTOVA
Having clinched ten W25 titles, four 
W40 titles, and one W60 title since 
December 2021, she became the  
5th youngest player to qualify for the 
Australian Open women!s singles 
draw (2023). In 2024, she qualified 
once more and secured her first-round 
victory, propelling herself into the WTA 
Top 100 at just 16 years old.
